This application is filed for determination of Additional Surcharge (AS) to be

levied on Open Access consumers for the first half (H1) of Financial Year

2024-25 as per the directions of Hon'ble Commission in its Order dated

Ia.O9.2O2O in OP No. 23 of 2O2O rn accordance with the provisions of the

Electricity Act, 2OO3 and National Ta riff Policy, 2016.

The applicants respectfully submit as under:

1. As per section 42141 of Electricity Act, 2OO3 the State Regulatory

Commission may specify the additional surcharge to be levied on

the open access consumers to enable the licensee to recover its
fixed costs arising out of its obligation to supply.

Sec 42(4):"Where the State Commission permits a consumer or class of
consumers to receiue supply of electricity from a person other than the

dbtribution licensee of his area of supplg, such consumer shall be

liable to paA an additional surcharge on the charges of uheeling, as

mag be specified bg the State Commission, to meet the fixed cost of
such distribution licensee aising out of his obligation to supplg".

2. As per Andhra Pradesh Electricity Regulation Commission

Regulation No. 2 of 2OO5 which is applicable to Telangana state
adopted vide Regulation no. I of 2Ol4 of Telangana State

Regulation commission, the Distribution company may file petition
for additional surcharge as per the following clause.

Clause 17.1 .4:"The open access user shall also be liable to pag

additional surcharge on charges of uheeling as maA be specified bg
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the commission from time to time under section 42(4) of the Act, in

case open access is sought for receiuing supply from a person other

than distribution licensee arising out of his obligation to supply"

3. Further, the National Tariff Policy (NTP) Notified by Ministry of
Power on 28th January, 2()16 has the following provision on the

Additional Surcharge

Clause 8.5.4: "Tlrc additional surcharge for obligation to supply as per

section 42(4) of the Act should become applicable only if it is

conclusiuely demonstrated that the obligation of a licensee, in terms of
existing power purchase commitments, has been and continues to be

stranded, or there is an unauoidable obligation and incidence to bear

fixed cos/s consequent to such a contract. The fixed costs related to

network assefs utould be recouered through wheeling charges".

4. In accordance with the aforementioned statutory provisions, the Hon'ble

Commission passed an Order datedl8.O9.2O20 in OP No. 23 of 2O2O

specifying the mechanism for determination of stranded capacity along

with the approved methodologr and terms & conditions for levy of

Additional Surcharge on Operr Access (OA) users in order to meet the

fixed cost commitment of the distribution licensees arising out of its
obligation of supply.

5. Accordingly, the licensees were directed to submit the filings for

determination of AS for the 1st half of the ensuing financial year i.e., for

the period from April to September of the ensuing financial year latest

by 3ottt November of the current financial year and for the 2"d half of the

ensuing financial year i.e., for the period from October to March of the

ensuing financial year latest by 31st May of the ensuing financial year.

6. The licensee hereby submits the Additional Surcharge proposals for H 1

of FY2O24-25 considering the actual parameters pertaining to H 1 of

FY2O23-24 in consonance with order in OP No.23 of 2O2O as follows:

The average stranded capacity due to OA consumers for the six

months period (April 2023 to September 2023) considering 15-

minute block wise data works out as 113.89MW as presented

below. The block wise information is also herewith attached in
soft copy.

o The fixed charges paid to the generators for Hl of FY2023-24 is

Rs. 5948.42 Cr. and the average long term available capacity is

lOll2.g7MW. Thus, the average fixed charge worked out to Rs.

0.59 Cr. per MW.

o Accordingly, the fixed charges for stranded capacity of 113.89

MW works out as Rs. 66.99 Cr. (i.e. 113.89 MW X Rs. 0.59

Cr./Mw)

o The transmission charges paid by the Licensees' for H L FY 2023-

24 are Rs.29O8.67 Cr. and scheduled ener5/ for that period is

39399.63 MUs. Thus the actual transmission cost per unit works

out as Rs. 0.74 per kWh.

o The HT distribution wheeling charges as approved by the

Commission for the FY 2023-24 is Rs. 0.20 per kwh.

o Hence, the total T & D costs works out to Rs. O.94 per kWh.

o Based on the above mentioned values, the demand charges that
are to be adjusted/ (recovered) from OA consumers works out to
be Rs. (2.021 Cr.

o Hence, the net stranded charges are Rs.69.01 Cr. which are

considered for calculation of additional surcharge.

o The projected OA sales for Hl of FY2024-25 is considered to be

same as that of oA sales recorded for Hl of Fy2o23-24 i.e.,

354.75 MU and hence the additional surcharge per unit is
computed to be Rs. 1.95 per kwh.

Accordingly, the Additional Surcharge that is determined for H 1 of FY

2024-25 has been tabulated below
